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Per Ginny Suelzle, great granddaughter of
Charles, 15 Feb 2014. Anglemyer, Charles
A. - Charles was born near Toledo, Ohio
in December of 1845. His parents were
William and Joanna Hilborn Anglemyer.
The Anglemyer’s came to America in 1752
and settled in Pennsylvania. Charles’
grandfather, John (1780-1824), and his
father, William (1807-abt 1886) were born
there. The family was in Columbiana
County, Ohio when John died in 1824 and
William at, 17 years of age, became the
‘man of the house’. They returned to
Pennsylvania where William married
Joanna Hilborn in Bucks County on
December 30, 1828. Joanna was born in
the Ontario area of Canada and had family|
there. She and William apparently lived in
Canada at times as their oldest daughter,
Mary, was born in Canada in 1831. After
her birth they must have returned to Ohio
as their oldest son, James, was born there
in 1832. Then back to Canada where a
son, William, was born in 1836 and a
daughter, Joanna, born in 1839. At the
time of the 1840 census they were
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back in Green, Columbiana County, Ohio;
and then moved to Henry County, Ohio,
where Charles was born in 1845. From the
“Fayette County History” (Iowa) published
in 1878: ANGLEMYER, WILLIAM, farmer, S.
29; P.0O. Brush Creek; born in Bucks Co.,
Penn., April 5, 1807, where he married
Joanna Hilborn Dec. 30, 1828; they
emigrated and settled on their present
farm in March, 1860, consisting of 290
acres, worth $8,000. Republican; members
of Christian Church. Mary A., James,
William H., Joanna and Charles are the
names of their children. Mr. A. purchased
his land in this county in 1857, but did not
settle on his farm till 1860. In 1860 they
had moved on to Brush Creek, Fairfield,
Iowa. The two oldest, Mary Ann and
James were no longer with the family.
Both had married and, for now, remained
in Henry County Ohio. Charles Anglemyer
and Permelia Massee were married on
December 24, 1874 in Fayette County,
ITowa. Their first child, Irene, was born in
Towa in 1876. From this time on, the
Massee and Anglemyer families traveled
together. By 1880 they were
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farming in Rooks County Kansas. Both of
William’s sisters and their families also
made the trek to Kansas. They settled in
the area of Stockton, which had only been
first settled in 1871 and the area was still
very 'Wild West' in character. Sometime
between 1880 and 1885 William
Anglemyer died. Joanna lived to the age
of 89 years and died on February 2, 1899.
Permelia’s father, Edmund Massee, died in
1882, and her mother, Lucina, died in
1887. Both are buried in Stockton, Kansas.
(I have not found the gravesites of William
and Joanna.) A sister of Charles, Joanna
Anglemyer Carr Fallis died in 1920. Her
second marriage was to a prominent
attorney in Stockton and her nephew,
Fredrick Burlin was living with them at the
time of the 1885 census. At the time of
the 1900 census, Fredrick’s mother, Mary
Anglemyer Burlin was in Topeka, Kansas
at the State Insane Asylum. I expect you
may have read stories of pioneer women
losing their minds on the Kansas plains in
these days. It was a very difficult life and
many women lost their minds due to day
after day
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of hot, dry winds, blowing sand, no rain,
crops failing and more strife. Their homes
were often not much more than a cave
dug into the ground. The 1900 census
record is 20 pages (plus one page with
only one entry). Each page lists 50 people.
The first 3 pages are all staff of the
facility. Pages 4 thru line 14 of page 9 are
women. The rest are all men. This is a sad
story. I have not located a date of death
or burial site for Mary Ann. Charles and
Permelia had two more children while
they were in Kansas. The first was Della
Grace, born in 1883. She never married
and lived with her parents for most of her
life. Their youngest child, Martin, was born
on December 12, 1884. All of his life he
believed he was born in December 1885
and all of his official records will give that
date. However, he is listed in the March,
1885 Kansas State census as 3 months old,
so he must have been born in the previous
December. Somehow the family just lost
track of his birth year. All his adult years
in Iowa and Kansas, Charles worked as a
farmer. Sometime between 1889 and 1891
the
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family moved to Denver. I wonder if his
sister's commitment to the Insane Asylum
could have influenced that decision. I first
find them in the Denver City Directory in
1892. They are not listed in 1889. There is
no Directory available for 1890 and 1891.
They were in Denver in August of 1891 as
their oldest daughter, Irene, died of
Diphtheria at that time and is buried at
Fairmount Cemetery. All records of
Charles while he lived in Denver indicate
he worked as a Teamster, as did his son,
Martin. Permelia dies in January of 1914
and Charles marries Millie Mathers in
September of the next year. The 1922
directory implies that Mille and Charles
were no longer together. In 1923 Charles
and daughter Della Grace were living
together at 1303 Osage. Millie died in
January, 1926. There was a lot of turmoil
in their lives at this time and I expect this
may have been when they were forced to
move to the Poor Farm. Charles would
have been about 80 years old. As those
were the days before social security, he
most likely lived past the time he had
reserves for and was too
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old to find gainful employment. Life
expectancy at that time was much
younger and most of the population had
spent their lives farming. As a farmer you
were lucky to get a crop every year in
order to feed your family, and be able to
barter or sell enough for the extras your
family needed. Not much chance to save
for an old age well into your 80’s. Charles
died at 90 years old in July of 1936 —-a
year after social security was enacted, but
not implemented until 1940. His daughter,
Della had died in December, 1931 at the
age of 48.

Martin is
the little round face in the very center of
the photo and his sister Grace is the little
round face in the black dress in the front
row on the far right. Compare these faces
to the faces in the studio photo below
taken about 1890. I have cropped them
from the school photo and pasted them to
the studio photo for easy comparison. My
mother had identified her father, Martin,
but we are using a best guess for Della.
Martin and Grace: I am guessing this
photo of Martin and Della was taken about
1891 or 1892. Della as born in August
1883 and Martin a year and four months
later. Note how much taller Della is than
Martin and there is not a lot of difference
in their ages. Martin was a small person,
even as an adult. Irene Anglemyer: Irene
was the oldest child of Charles and
Permelia. She was born in 1876 and died

We know little about his early life. He was
a card-carrying member of the Iron
Molders’ Union of North America, and
apparently moved where there was work:
1900, a stove moulder in Kansas City,
Missouri; 1901 in Pueblo, Colorado; back
in Missouri by 1904 as a laborer for the
Kansas City Bolt & Nut Company.

Around 1908, Charles moved to Ely,
Nevada with several family members,
where he worked as a cabinet maker. He
later moved to Denver, where by 1920 he
lived at 4050 Walnut with owner Rudolph
Prezeau and family, plus 12 other
boarders.

Robert's
grandfather is my 3rd

greatgrandfather Joseph Dunkin. Joseph
and 3 generations before him were land
speculators- farmers. They started in
Leesburg Virginia, then to western
Pennsylvania, southern Ohio and then
western Indiana. They would purchase
large parcels of land develop it make it
farmable, stay a few years then sell and
move on and do it again. In 1860 Joseph
was worth $22,000. By calculating the
amount of land he owned in today’s
numbers | estimate him to be worth
between 7 and 8 million. After Joseph died
in 1864 Sarah (Josephs second wife) and
her 3 children came here to lowa to join
Joseph's sons by his first wife (Thomas
and Hercules). Robert's father was Huff
Dunkin. Huff still owned 200 plus acres of
land in Indiana in 1870. He ran a livery
business as well as a livestock feed
business in Abbia, lowa. This was Robert's
connection to the horse business. Robert
was the oldest of 3 brothers. Robert's
mother was Minnie Saunders, the daughter
of Robert E Saunders.

Robert E was a successful farmer in the
area and continued to own land in Indiana
as well after he moved here to the Albia
area. Minnie and Huff seemed to have a
good relationship up until 1885 when
Robert's youngest brother was born. |
can't find record of it but they were
probably divorced around then. Huff was a
horse and livestock trader in Albia and then
in St. Joseph, Missouri. He then moved on
to St. Louis and continued in the livestock
business until the late 1890's when he was
killed in a gunfight. Between 1885 and
1902 when she died of cancer, Minnie
owned and operated several resturants in
Albia. Robert and one of his brothers
bought one of the cafes from her. Robert
and his brothers owned several race
horses as well as harness horses. Robert
also worked for the local newspaper and
attended the worlds fair in St. Louis for the
paper. Stories would indicate that he was
a top horseman.

"I'll
kill all of you,” he shouted, firing the two
bullets which wounded bennetts, and
turning to blaze at Madigan.’ "Bennetts and
Johnson went into close quarters, altho the
detective had been shot twice. The other
officers did not shoot for fear of hitting
Bennetts.

PROBLEM The "wino" problem on Larimer
St. and in the immediate vicinity, is nothing
new to the police department. Although
“Slim" was known as a "good guy," other
members of the wino circle have often
been encircled by the long arm of the law.
For "Winos" must have their wine when
they feel the urge to imbibe, and to get it
they have been known to resort to petit
(sic) larceny, car prowling and even "strong
arming” men who looked like "ready
money." Workers returning from the recent
beet harvest have been victims of those
who would take a chance on imprisonment
for a bottle of wine.
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But "Slim" Lockett, according to his
associates, was different. He was always
able to "dance to every set" but none could
accuse him of ever breaking the law. So
the "winos" told reporters that it was "a
shame" that "Slim" had to go that way.
They hoped that his body, which had been
unclaimed as we go to press, would be
claimed by relatives. Thus ends the story
of another "wino" who attempted to follow
the trail that always leads to tragedy. A
small group of friends huddled closer to a
slow burning stove, watching closely the
progress of a "mulligan” and lamenting the
death of a "regular guy". Cars skidded
around the corner where "Slim" Locket was
a familiar figure, and huge flakes of snow
tip-toed softly to the white blanket that
already covered the streets -- and the body|
of Edward "Slim" Lockett lay unclaimed
even by the son he leaves behind --
another victim of the "wino trail"."
